FEATURES OF THE ORGANIZATION OF OUT-OF-SCHOOL
ECOLOGICAL EDUCATION OF CHILDREN IN EUROPE

Abstract. The article emphasizes the relevance of ecological education,
defines it as one of the leading tasks of the modern world, a powerful means of
overcoming the environmental crisis. Extracurricular educational activities of
children in the EU are carried out on the basis of Green pedagogy, which contains
separate tasks, goals, and means of environmental education. The concept of Green
pedagogy lessons is focused on explaining various points of view regarding the
problems of the natural environment, ecological activities to preserve the
environment. Environmental activities are also very important, they are
implemented in various circles, sections, «forest schools», camps, where children
have the opportunity to get to know the natural environment, understand its
importance and engage in its preservation and restoration. The article reveals the
significance and peculiarities of the organization of «forest schools», and suggests
the tasks offered to children. In particular, attention was drawn to the forest schools
of sun and rain, nature schools, Mule forest schools in Sweden, etc. The ideas of
Polish green schools and ecological and naturalistic circles («Enthusiasts of nature
protection») for children have been revealed. Attention is focused on the
functioning of various types of French environmental schools («mountain
schools», «sea schools», «green schoolsy), ecocamps in Germany. Out-of-school
environmental education in the countries of the European Union is aimed at the
accumulation in children of a complex of knowledge about the natural
environment, the formation of skills to navigate in the natural environment, to
better distinguish the inhabitants of flora and fauna, to recognize the voices/tracks
of birds and animals, to make detailed phenological observations, to make up their
diet with environmentally friendly products, consciously engage in environmental
protection activities, etc. In addition, the article presents the experience of
organizing extracurricular environmental education within the framework of the
implementation of the Erasmus + Jean Monnet Module Project: 101085524 -
EcoEdEU - ERASMUS-JMO-2022-HEI-TCH-RSCH «Ecological education of
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preschool and primary school children: a European approachy». The ideas of the
European experience of environmental education can be implemented in the
Ukrainian education system and will allow to improve the process of forming the
ecological consciousness of schoolchildren and fostering a careful attitude towards

nature.
