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WAYS OF IMPLEMENTATION OF ECOLOGICAL EUROPEAN OUT-OF-
SCHOOL EDUCATION IN UKRAINIAN EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the implementation of European practices
of out-of-school ecological education in Ukraine as an important step towards
European integration. The article highlights the importance of ecological education
for the formation of children's conscious attitude to the environment and the
development of their practical skills in the field of sustainable development. The
legal framework of Ukraine and the European Union regulating environmental
education is analysed. The article provides practical examples of the
implementation of European methods in Ukraine, including the use of STEM
education for environmental research, the organisation of environmental quests and
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interactive classes. Particular attention is paid to the projects Clean Water is the
Key to Health, Eco-Friends: Sorting Together, Plant a Tree to Save the Planet,
Eco-Patrol, Save Water, and Energy Around Us, which promote the development
of waste sorting skills, resource efficiency, and environmental care. The methods
proposed in this article, such as waste sorting, greening, water quality research,
energy saving and interactive environmental activities, can be effectively used in
out-of-school education. They not only help children learn important
environmental knowledge, but also create conditions for socialisation,
psychological support and the formation of an active civic position.

The article presents the experience of Ukrainian teachers, in particular
Okulova A.l. and Pokhyla S.S., which demonstrates the effectiveness of project
activities, excursions to the natural environment and cooperation with local
environmental organisations. The study emphasises the importance of combining
theoretical knowledge with practical skills and interactive teaching methods, which
contributes to the formation of an environmentally conscious generation capable of
making responsible decisions to save the planet. The article focuses on the
